In line with this, active mobile monitoring was
carried out prior to each event to sweep the
area for hazards that could harm swimmers
health. In cooperation with Vixia Systems, they
developed a contingency plan fo foresee and
prevent any damage caused by water

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Throughout the championships daily monitoring of

sensor to detect oil pollution in the port's waters.
Measurements were taken at sites of interest,
previously analysed and selected by the

On the day of the opening ceremony, 19th July,
ROW defected oil in three separate checkpoints

alerting the operational cleaning service of Port of
Barcelona who immediately contained and
cleaned the contamination. On the 20th, the first
day of the championships, traces of oil were
defected again in area off the race course,
allowing officials to confirm that the danger had
been removed before continuing with the event.
Without this detection swimmers would have been
exposed to unacceptable levels of hazardous
waste, potentially resulting in illness to many of the
athletes.
